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EPCRA Applicability Criteria

Extremely Hazardous Substances 500 pounds or the threshold planning

(EHSs, EPCRA Section 302) quantity, whichever is lower (40 CFR
Part 355, Appendices A and B, or "List
of Lists")

Gasoline in underground storage 75,000 gallons (all grades combined)*

tanks at retail gas stations

Diesel fuel in underground storage 100,000 gallons (all grades combined)*

tanks at retail gas stations

All other hazardous chemicals for 10,000 pounds

which Safety Data Sheets are

required

*If UST facility was not in compliance at all times during the preceding calendar
year then EPCRA reporting is applicable regardless of quantity stored.
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New Certification Functionality
Easy process for Businesses

Business responsible to determine
EPCRA applicability — verify with CUPA

Certifications are automatically accepted
No action required by CUPAs
- May review and change status
